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Helicopter Assessment Mission

The first helicopter assessment mission to nation Green was conducted today at 7:45am with representatives from OCHA, UNHCR, UNICEF and WFP. Upon arrival at the Waimea airport the UN team was met by the Mayor who expressed the need for outside assistance and attempted to provide us with an overview of the situation on the ground including the needs of the local population, security conditions and the number of refugees.  

Over the last few days 2000 refugees have arrived in nation Green and the numbers are expected to increase to 10,000. The mayor said that some food and water had been provided to them but he was very concerned that over the next few days there would be a shortage. While there is some unemployment and petty crime he felt that there were no large security risks on the ground.

The UN team made visits to the airport, the Military-UN joint base, the refugee camp and to the port to assess a variety of issues including; the transport, logistics and communication capabilities and the location, movement and shelter for refugees.  Preliminary discussions were held regarding the need for access to the border, security and potential assistance to the local population.  There may be a need to bring in outside fuel and transport. OCHA NY was contacted and provided with a brief overview of the mission.  

Telecommunications Information Technology  (TCIT) 

The Network (LAN) has been installed in the CIMOC center on the ship. The Lotus Notes Server has been connected to SITA and it is replicating with HQ. Email access has been provided to the participating UN agencies and all users are able to print and share information on a public drive. CcMail has been installed on Deep Field Mailing System (DFMS) and the connection has been tested.
